Nomination period for the 2011 The Svedberg award

The Sveberg scholarship is a scientific award, which is handed out by SFBM and the Swedish
National Committee for Molecular Biosciences to a young and succesful biochemist / molecular
biologist. The prize will be handed out on the SFBM-symposium in Tallberg the 18th - 21th of
September 2011. The suggested candidate must be a swedish or foreign biochemist / molecular
biologist who is currently working in Sweden. The candidate must not have turned 40 years old at
the end of this year. Nominations should be sent in to David Gotthold, Svenska Kemistsamfundet,
Wallingatan 24, 111 24 Stockholm, before the 31st of March 2011. A group from SFBM and Swedish
National Committee for Molecular Biosciences will decide on who shall recieve the scholarship. The
nomination should include a short motivation, a curriculum vitae of the candidate and a list of
scientific publications. The name and address of the proposer must also be included.
